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Rubbish — or refuse as we should really call it — is big news at the moment. For many years,
people in Britain have had to pay a local tax (council tax) which includes a charge for refuse
collection. In many parts of the country people have also been able to ask their local council to
remove unwanted household items, such as furniture and electrical appliances. However, in recent
years, as a result of EU legislation, councils have had to reconsider how they collect rubbish, and
what they do with it. In the past, householders simply had to put out their dustbins once a week, and
the council collected the rubbish. Now the emphasis is on recycling, and householders have to
separate recyclable waste (plastic, paper, cans and bottles) from organic waste (food and garden
waste) and other items. “Really we should have started doing this years ago”, explained Karen
Graham from recycling consultants WasteNot. “We have to stop filling up holes in the ground with
rubbish and look at what other countries have been able to do”. One likely change is that soon
householders will have to pay for their rubbish collections. “People should pay according to how
much rubbish they produce, and we ought to reward people who recycle and consume less. People
in Belgium, for example, have had to get used to this system — and it seems to have worked”. And if
you think that weighing your rubbish is a strange idea, you had better get used to it. Before long, an
electronic chip in your dustbin will be weighing the bin and calculating how much you have to pay.

Pierre Omidyar, the founder of eBay, was born in Paris in 1967, but moved with his family
to America at the age of six. There, he taught himself to program when he was still only thirteen. Ye
went to college near Boston, but after two years he got a summer job as a Macintosh programmer in
Silicon Valley, California.

Rubbish — or refuse as we should really call it — is big news at the moment. For many years,
people in Britain have had to pay a local tax (council tax) which includes a charge for refuse
collection.

Fiir die soziale Entwicklung von Gruppen liegen einige Modelle vor, die den Entwicklungsverlauf
erliutern. Zu trennen ist dabei zwischen wissenschaftlich fundierten Konzepten und jenen, die
vermehrt Anregungen fiir die Arbeitspraxis enthalten. Das Gruppenentwicklungskonzept von
Tuckman (1965) zihlt zu den wissenschaftlich fundierten Modellen und bildet den grundlegenden
Beitrag zu diesem Thema. Selbst die aktuellen Konzepte greifen auf die Modelle der 60er und 70er
Jahre zuriick, so dass die erneut aufkommende Welle der Gruppenbetrachtung keine wirklich neuen
Konzepte liefert (Bouwen & Fry, 1996).

Fiir die neu entwickelte Skala zur Erfassung der subjektiv wahrgenommenen Gruppenentwicklung
wurden folgende Konzeptionen bertlicksichtigt: Tuckman (1965, 1977), Srivastva, Obert und
Neilsen (1977), Bouwen und Fry (1996) sowie Byham, Wellins und Willson (1992), deren
Ausfiihrungen sich explizit auf autonome Arbeitsgruppen beziehen.
