In this case your style of
writing may be at fault, and you may need more practice. It may be true that some people are
naturally better at communicating than others, but all staff, without exception, need training in
this area, and their performance should be monitored.

Wo spricht man heute deutsch? Deutsch spricht man iiberall in der Welt, aber als
Landessprache wird deutsch nur in Europa gesprochen. Zu den deutschsprachigen Léndern
gehoren Deutschland, Osterreich, die Schweiz, Luxemburg und das kleine Fiirstentum
Lichtenstein. Das sind insgesamt etwa 100 Millionen Menschen. AuBlerdem sprechen auch
Menschen deutscher Nationalitdt in anderen Lindern deutsch. Deutsche Minderheiten gibt es in
Frankreich, Belgien, Ddnemark, in den Niederlanden, Italien, Ruménien, Ungarn, Polen, in den
USA, in Kanada, in Australien und in der GUS (in RuBland, Kasachstan usw.).

Die offizielle Sprache Deutschlands ist Deutsch, aber es gibt auch Sprachen von
Minderheiten: Friesisch (an der deutschen Nordseekiiste), Danisch (in Schleswig-Holstein),
Sorbisch (in Sachsen).

Natiirlich ist die deutsche Sprache nicht iiberall gleich. Und nicht nur aufBerhalb
Deutschlands. Im Norden der Bundesrepublik klingt sie anders als im Siiden, im Osten anders als
im Westen. In vielen Gebieten ist auch der Dialekt sehr lebendig. Wenn zum Beispiel ein
Mecklenburger und ein Bayer miteinander Dialekt sprechen, verstehen sie einander kaum. Aber
Hochdeutsch versteht man iiberall.

Llandudno is truly a fine and handsome place, built on a generously proportioned bay and lined
along its broad front with a huddle of prim but gracious nineteenth-century hotels that reminded
me in the fading light of a lineup of Victorian nannies.

Buses from all over
were parked along the side streets, every hotel I called at was full, and in every dining room I
could see crowds — veritable oceans — of nodding white heads spooning soup and conversing
happily. Goodness knows what had brought them to the Welsh seaside at this bleak time of year.

Farther on along the front there stood a clutch of guesthouses, large and virtually
indistinguishable, and a few of them had vacancy signs in their windows. I had eight or ten to
choose from, which always puts me in a mild fret because I have an unerring instinct for
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choosing badly. My wife can survey a row of guesthouses and instantly identify the one run by a
white-haired widow with a fondness for children, and sparkling bathroom facilities, whereas I
can generally count on choosing the one run by a guy with a grasping manner, and the sort of
cough that makes you wonder where he puts the phlegm. Such, I felt, would be the case tonight.

All the guesthouses had boards out front listing their many amenities —-COLOUR TV,
HOSPITALITY TRAYS, FULL CENTRAL HEATING, and the coyly euphemistic EN SUITE ALL
ROOMS, meaning private bathrooms. One place offered satellite TV and a trouser press, and
another boasted CURRENT FIRE CERTIFICATE — something I had never thought to look for in
a B&B. All this heightened my sense of unease and doom. How could I possibly choose
intelligently among such a variety of options?

I selected a place that looked reasonable enough from the outside — its board promised a color
TV and coffee making facilities, about all I require these days for a Saturday night — but from the
moment I set foot in the door I knew it was a bad choice. I was about to turn and flee when the
owner emerged from a back room and stopped my retreat with an unenthusiastic "Yes?" A short
conversation revealed that a single room with breakfast was for ?19.50. It was entirely out of the
question that I would stay the night in such a dismal place at such an exorbitant price, so I said,
"That sounds fine," and signed in. Well, it’s so hard to say no.

My room was everything I expected it to be — cold and cheerless with laminated furniture,
grubbily matted carpet, and those mysterious ceiling stains that bring to mind a neglected corpse
in the room above. There was a tray of coffee things but the cups were disgusting, and the spoon
was stuck to the tray.

The bathroom, faintly illuminated by a distant light activated by a length of string, had curling
floor tiles and years of accumulated dirt packed into every corner. I peered at the yellowy tile
around the bath and sink and realized what the landlord did with his phlegm. A bath was out of
the question, so I threw some cold water on my face, dried it with a towel that had the texture of
shredded wheat, and gladly took my leave.

For the first few years, the new National Health Service (NHS) provided completely
free medical cover for all people in Britain, regardless of wealth or work status. Citizens did not
pay into the scheme; the contributions paid by all people in work (called National Insurance
contributions) were meant to pay for social security benefits and allowances, not for the health
service.

The new health service was funded directly out of the general finances of the state, not from any
individual state health care contributions; so technically it could not run at a loss, nor be in
deficit. Britain was the first country in the world to offer its citizens this kind of totally free
public health service, available to all citizens.

However, even directly funded by the state, the system was from the beginning more expensive
than expected, and it only took three years for the Labour government to admit that the idea of a
totally free service was perhaps not sustainable. In 1952 the new Conservative government
introduced the first prescription charge, a flat rate paid by the patient for each medical
prescription to pick up at the chemist's.

Visits to the doctor and hospital care remained free, but charges were introduced for other
services such as dental care or ophthmalic care . Generally speaking this remains the situation
today. Hospital care and visits to doctor's surgery are free (if carried out under the National
Health Service), prescriptions, dental work and eye care are paid for - in varying degrees - by the
patient. Children and seniors are eligible for more free services than people of working age.

Like all systems of public health care the National Health Service (with the Scottish NHS and
Welsh NHS) has seen its costs escalate over the years due to the ageing of the UK population
and the development of new drugs, new equipment, and new forms of treatment that are much
more expensive than those available in 1948. All governments, Labour or Conservative have
tried to control system costs while maintaining or improving the quality of service but the
problem of financing the system is still a major headache.

The World Wide Web
The World Wide Web, where you're likely watching this video, is used by millions of people
every day for everything from checking the weather, ordering food, and chatting with friends to
raising funds, sharing news, or starting revolutions. We use it from our computers, our phones,
even our cars. It's just there, all around us, all the time.

But what is it exactly? Well first of all, the World Wide Web is not the Internet, even though the
terms are often used interchangeably. The Internet is simply the way computers connect to each
other in order to share information. When the Internet first emerged, computers actually made
direct calls to each other. Today, networks are all around us, so computers can communicate
seamlessly. The communication enabled through the Internet has many uses, such as email, file
transfer, and conferencing. But the most common use is accessing the World Wide Web. Think
of the Web as a bunch of skyscrapers, each representing a web server, a computer always
connected to the Internet, specifically designed to store information and share it.

When someone starts a website, they are renting a room in this skyscraper, filling it with
information and linking that information together in an organized way for others to access. The
people who own these skyscrapers and rent space in them are called web hosts, but anyone can
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set up a web server with the right equipment a bit of know-how. There's another part to having a
website, without which we would be lost in the city with no way of finding what we need.

This is the website address, which consists of domain names. Just like with a real life address, a
website address lets you get where you want to go. The information stored in the websites is in
web languages, such as HTML and JavaScript. When we find the website we're looking for, our
web browser is able to take all the code on the site and turn it into words, graphics, and videos.
We don't need to know any special computer languages because the web browser creates a
graphic interface for us.

So, in a lot of ways, the World Wide Web is a big virtual city where we communicate with each
other in web languages, with browsers acting as our translators. And just like no one owns a city,
no one owns the Web; it belongs to all of us.Anyone can move in and set up shop.We might have
to pay an Internet service provider to gain access, a hosting company to rent web space, or a
registrar to reserve our web address.

Like utility companies in a city,these companies provide crucial services, but in the end, not even
they own the Web. But what really makes the Web so special lies in its very name. Prior to the
Web, we used to consume most information in a linear fashion. In a book or newspaper article,
each sentence was read from beginning to end, page by page, in a straight line until you reached
the end.

But that isn't how our brains actually work. Each of our thoughts is linked to other thoughts,
memories, and emotions in a loose interconnected network, like a web. Tim Berners-Lee, the
father of the World Wide Web,understood that we needed a way to organize information that
mirrored this natural arrangement. And the Web accomplishes this through hyperlinks.

By linking several pages within a website or even redirecting you to other websites to expand on
information or ideas immediately as you encounter them, hyperlinks allow the Web to operate
along the same lines as our thought patterns. The Web is so much a part of our lives because in
content and structure, it reflects both the wider society and our individual minds. And it connects
those minds across all boundaries, not only enthnicity, gender, and age but even time and space.

The United Nations (UN) is an international organization whose stated aims are to
facilitate cooperation in international law, international security, economic development, social
progress, human rights, and achieving world peace. The UN was founded in 1945 after World
War II to replace the League of Nations, to stop wars between countries, and to provide a
platform for dialogue.

There are currently nearly 200 member states, including nearly every recognized
independent state in the world. From its headquarters on international territory in New York
City, the UN and its specialized agencies decide on substantive and administrative issues in
regular meetings held throughout the year. The organization is divided into administrative
bodies, primarily:

— The General Assembly (the main deliberative assembly);

— The Security Council (decides certain resolutions for peace and security);

— The Economic and Social Council (assists in promoting international economic and
social cooperation and development);

— The Secretariat (provides studies, information, and facilities needed by the UN);

— The International Court of Justice (the primary judicial organ).

Additional bodies deal with the governance of all other UN System agencies, such as the
World Health Organization (WHO) and United Nations Children's Fund (UNICEF). The UN's
most visible public figure is the Secretary-General, currently Ban Ki-moon of South Korea, who
attained the post in 2007. The organization is financed from assessed and voluntary contributions
from its member states, and has six official languages: Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian
and Spanish.

The UN was founded as a successor to the League of Nations, which was widely
considered to have been ineffective in its role as an international governing body, as it had been
unable to prevent World War II. The term “United Nations” was first used by Winston Churchill
and Franklin D. Roosevelt, in the 1942 Declaration by United Nations, which united the Allied
countries of WWII under the Atlantic Charter, and soon became a term widely used to refer to
them. Declarations signed at wartime Allied conferences in 1943 espoused the idea of the UN.
Those and later talks outlined the organization's proposed purposes, membership, organs, and
ideals in regard to peace, security, and cooperation.

On 25 April 1945, the UN Conference on International Organization began in San-
Francisco, attended by 50 governments and a number of nongovernmental organizations
involved in drafting the Charter of the UN. The UN officially came into existence on 24 October
1945 upon ratification of the Charter by the five permanent members of the Security Council —
France, the Republic of China, the Soviet Union, the United Kingdom and the United States —
and by a majority of the other 46 signatories. The first meetings of the General Assembly, with
51 nations represented, and the Security Council, took place in Westminster Central Hall in
London in January 1946. According to the Charter, the UN is to maintain international peace and
security, to develop friendly relations among nations, to cooperate in solving international
problems and in promoting respect for human rights.

Women's underachievement in maths may not be due to their poor self-image in the
subject, a new report suggests. Researcher Dr. Gijsbert Stoet at the University of Leeds says that
the so-called "stereotype threat" theory — which holds that women perform worse than men
because they expect to do badly — "does not stand up to scrutiny".

Earlier research had serious flaws, he says, with improper use of statistical techniques and
methodology. Clearly, those who carried out this research need to review their own competence
in maths. Stoet believes the gender gap may simply be that men and women have different
interests from an early age, and says the answer to getting more women into maths and
engineering is probably a matter of motivation.

According to last year's results, even though girls perform as well as boys in their maths
GCSEs, 60% of A-levels in the subject are taken by boys, who achieve 60% of grade As.

I am an engineer, who has worked in the chemical industry for most of my working career.
When I graduated in the 80, I assumed we were at the start of a new era for women in science: I
studied alongside intelligent and motivated women, opportunities seemed aplenty, in-roads had
been made.

But 20 years down the line, only 8.7% of British engineers are women, the lowest
proportion in Europe, compared with 25% in Sweden. So what has happened?

One of the main problems is that careers in science, technology, engineering and maths
(known as Stem) are not sufficiently promoted in schools, with fewer children taking up these
subjects at GCSE and A-level. Year in, year out, we are told that Britain has a skills shortage.
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The general lack of interest among schoolchildren in maths and science subjects, together with
the underlying social conditioning that still remains — that science subjects "aren't really for
girls" — has led to a double-whammy effect, reducing female entrants even further.

Over the past few years, I have been involved in Stemnet, an organization dedicated to
promoting these careers by getting people who work in jobs from biologists to builders to talk to
schoolchildren about what they do. It's an attempt to debunk the myth that maths and sciences
are too difficult or too boring. I was amazed to see hundreds of schoolboys and girls at a recent
event at the Science Museum, presenting a range of experiments and projects they had prepared.
And the ones prepares by girls were equally challenging and sophisticated.

I agree with the new study that rather than focusing on the problems of stereotyping, we
should devote more time to encouraging girls into science and technology: they clearly respond.

But encouraging schoolgirls into university and careers is not all. As is typical in most
sectors, I see a number of female engineers at the entry and mid-levels of companies, but
precious few at the top. This is a huge waste of talent. It also raises the issue of certain
professional inequality and a biased attitude towards women. The report has done well to
challenge the myths behind women's underachievement in schools, but more work still needs to
be done to address the problem of women's lack of achievement in the workplace. At least in the
spheres closely related to science and engineering.

Impact of Information Technology on Education

The combination of education and technology has been considered the main key to human
progress. Education feeds technology which in turn forms the basis of education. It is therefore
evident that information technology has affected changes to the methods, purpose and perceived
potential of education.

Changes to learning

Being able to access large databases of information fundamentally changes education, since
learners can now be creators and collaborators in the access and construction of discourses of
information. Due to their technological literacy, young people can derive cultural capital from
their understanding of modern information technologies, and thereby have input into educational
change. The same technology also facilitates the rapid exchange of information by researchers
on specific topics, so that the speed of the distribution of information is greatly increased. The
increased access to huge amounts of data means students need help selecting, evaluating and
analysing information, and they need to learn how to determine the currency, validity and
veracity of the information itself. All of these changes in learning have implications for teaching
practice as well.

Changes to teaching

The highest level of change occurring in relation to information technology and education is in
the way teaching is increasingly being seen as occurring via the medium of technology, rather
than utilising technology as an additional extra in the classroom. Information technology
particularly impacts course content and teaching methodology and the recruitment and training
of teaching staff as well as the content of courses . Information technology requires teachers to
learn new sets of skills. Utilising computer technology improves the educational experience of
the students — not so much because of the media itself, but because software programs require
teachers to think laterally and systematically, and produce better teaching materials.

Text 3
Higher Education in the USA

Many students, upon finishing high school, choose to continue their education. The system of
higher education includes 4 categories of institutions.
The community college, which is financed by the local community in different professions.
Tuition fees are low in these colleges, that's why about 40 per cent of all American students of
higher education study at these colleges. On graduation from such colleges American students
get "associate degree" and can start to work or may transfer to 4-year colleges or universities
(usually to the 3rd year)

The technical training institution, at which high school graduates may take courses ranging from
six months to three-four years, and learn different technical skills, which may include design
business, computer programming, accounting, etc. The best-known of them are: the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology and the Technological Institute in California.
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The four-year college, which is not a part of a university. The graduates receive the degree of
Bachelor of Arts (BA) or Bachelor of Science (BS). There are also small Art Colleges, which
grant degrees in specialized fields such as ballet, film-making and even circus performance.

There are also Pedagogical Colleges. The university, which may contain: several colleges for
students who want to receive a bachelor's degree after four years of study; one or more graduate
schools for those who want to continue their studies after college for about two years to receive a
master's degree and then a doctor's degree. There are 156 universities in the USA. Any of these
institutions of higher education may be either public or private. The public institutions are
financed by state. Most of the students, about 80 per cent, study at public institutions of higher
education, because tuition fees here are much lower. Some of the best-known private universities
are Harvard. Yale and Princeton.

It is not easy to enter a college at a leading university in the United States. Successful applicants
at colleges of higher education are wusually chosen on the basis of:
their high-school records which include their class rank, the list of all the courses taken and all
the grades received in high school, test results; recommendation from their high-school teachers;
the impression they make during interviews at the university, which is in fact a serious
examination; scores on the Scholastic Aptitude Tests.

The academic year is usually nine months, divided into two terms. Studies usually begin in
September and end in July. Each college or university has its own curriculum. During one term a
student must study 4 or 5 different courses. There are courses that every student has to take in
order to receive a degree. These courses or subjects are called major subjects or "majors".
At the same time there are subjects which the student may choose himself for his future life.
These courses are called 'electives". A student has to earn a certain number of "credits" (about
120) in order to receive a degree at the end of four years of college. Credits are earned by
attending lectures or laboratory classes and completing assignments and examinations.
Students who study at a university or four-year college are known as undergraduates. Those who
have received a degree after 4 years of studies are known as graduates. They may take graduate
program for another 2 years in order to get a master's degree. Further studies are postgraduate
which result in a doctor's degree.

National systems comprise very many legal subjects: citizens, foreigners residing in the territory
of the State, corporate bodies and State institutions (if endowed with legal personality).
Individuals are the primary subjects in national legal systems. In contrast, the legal subjects of
the international community are relatively few. In addition, the fundamental or primary subjects
are not individuals, but States. They are entities which, besides controlling territory in a stable
and permanent way, exercise the principal lawmaking and executive functions proper of any
legal order. All other subjects either exercise effective authority over territory for a limited
period of time only or have no territorial basis whatsoever. States, therefore, are the backbone of
the community. They possess full legal capacity, that is, the ability to be vested with rights,
powers, and obligations. Were they to disappear, the present international community would
either fall apart or change radically. For historical reasons, there are at present about two hundred
States including a few mini-States. In principle, all States are equal. However, one particular
class, a handful of States with strong economic and military systems, holds authority in the
international community.

There is another category of international subjects, namely, insurgents, who come into being
through their struggle against the State to which they belong. They are born from a wound in the
body of a particular State and are not, therefore, easily accepted by the international community
unless they can prove able to exercise some of the sovereign rights typical of States. They assert
themselves by force and acquire international status proportionate to their power and authority.
However, their existence is by definition provisional: they either win and turn into fully fledged.

States or are defeated and disappear. States and insurgents are traditional subjects of the
international community in the sense that they have been the principal actors on the international
scene since its inception. In the twentieth century and increasingly after the Second World War,
other poles of interest and activity have gained international status. They are: international
organizations, national liberation movements and individuals. The emergence of these relatively
new subjects is a distinct feature of modern international law.

Unlike States, all the other international subjects just mentioned, on account of their inherent
characteristics (e.g. lack of permanent or at least stable authority over a territory, etc.) possess a
limited capacity in the area of international rights and obligations. They also have a limited
capacity to act, that is, to put into effect their rights and powers, in judicial and other proceedings
or to enforce their rights.
