On September 13, 2007, Simpson and four other men entered a Las Vegas casino hotel

After a
confrontation, Simpson and his accomplices took several items and fled.

Simpson was tried and found guilty of 12 criminal charges, including armed robbery and

kidnapping, and sentenced to a maximum of 30 years in prison in Nevada. In 2017, he was
granted parole and released from prison.
